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Thank you for a good Motor Magic.  Mother Nature cooperated well with us.  Hopefully the rest of the season will be good as well.  Motor Magic did bring a few things up:

· Dial-ins and Numbers – make sure they are on the drivers’ side window on cars and the left side of bikes.  They need to be big enough to be read in the tower.  Color and size make a huge difference.

· NO passengers in vehicles running faster than 8.75.

· RESTRICTED BANDS are mandatory in the staging lanes.

· Pit vehicles need to be driven by the correct age person.  Please watch this, as it is very dangerous for the younger kids.  Also numbers need to be put on pit/tow vehicles.  This will help eliminate extra vehicles in the pit area.  

· Friends, family, cheering sections are great but please direct them to park outside the gate.

· There will be NO clean-up round.  I did let one car through in the wrong class and I apologize.  I realized it as the car was taking off.  I will watch more closely.

· It has been brought to my attention that we do not need a burnout box person to keep things rolling since you can feel the transition bump entering the box.  This is a change I will look at over the winter.

· Staging and Dial-ins- we are going to make this rule a little stricter than the IHRA rulebook – all dial-ins must be checked before rolling into any bulb on the tree.  This means if you light a bulb on the tree you have accepted the dial-in on the signboard and the race is on.  If you light a bulb and back out of it, you are disqualified.

· Membership will only be good on Friday of Motor Magic if you race all weekend.

· If you are not a member and want to run Friday and the rest of the weekend it will cost $15.00.
